A series of five mailings were sent to eight different cohorts semimonthly that invited recipients to
participate.

* Final Youth Poll Sample: 4,116 youth aged 16 through 24
« 3,284 (80%) youths ages 16 through 21—the metrics presented herein focus on this age group.
+ 832 (20%) youths ages 22 through 24

* Gender
* Age
» Race/Ethnicity
« Educational Attainment
* Region
